How Do We Support Victims of Bullying at Park Hall?

- We promote the Kooth App during assemblies where pupils can talk
to online professionals about any concerns they have at school. This
service is available 365 days of the year.

- Many members of staff wear a different coloured lanyard called a
‘listening ear lanyard’ which tells pupils that this member of staff is
able to support them if they have any worries.
