On the 2nd October you received a letter informing you of the October half-term provision being offered to Year 11 students to better prepare them for their exams. 

Please find enclosed a copy of the timetable booklet for the three-day event, which covers details of rooms, staff leading the sessions as well as the focus topic and follow-up task.

As previously mentioned, the revision school is Monday 28th - Wednesday 30th October. The sessions will run from 9.30am - 12.30pm and will provide an excellent opportunity for students to catch up with work missed due to absence and help support them with revision and exam technique. Students are expected to remain for the whole session and will need parental authorisation to leave early.

In addition to the curriculum sessions being offered, we are running two specialised areas ‘The Quiet Zone’ and ‘The Seneca Hub’. Both spaces will provide the students an area to work in which is calm and peaceful with one providing access to the online platforms such as Seneca. Alongside this, a TEAMS page has been launched where students can access additional support such as recorded lessons, resources, timetables and mental health contact details should it be needed.

As a way of celebrating attendance and progress there will be a Learning Energy Reward* given to students that have met either of the following criteria over the three days:
1) Attended all 3 days of revision sessions.
2) Shown great commitment and Learning Energy during the revision school.
3) Completed each follow up task and submitted to the teacher upon return after half term.

We hope that all students will endeavour to attend in order to achieve the best possible grades. In the event that there are clashes with subjects, students are advised to contact both their class teacher, Mr Robinson, Head of Upper School or myself and we will help make arrangements for them.
